Staff Christmas Fancy Dress Sponsored Walk - Saturday 2" December 2023

As part of our fundraising efforts the staff are coming together on Saturday 2™ December 2023 to
take part in a fancy-dress sponsored walk from Mousehole Rock Pool to Oasis Ludgvan.

The staff would greatly appreciate your support and would encourage children and their families to get
fully involved by going for a walk or cycle along the Penzance Prom or Penzance to Marazion Cycle path to
give us a wave or cheer. We look forward to seeing you along the way.

We are leaving Mousehole at 9.30am and aim to be on the Penzance to Marazion cycle path from 10.30am
onwards. We have created an Oasis sponsored walk Facebook page so that you can track and join us
along the way.

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o We will start at Mousehole Rockpool and walk along the

road to Newlyn Green.

e From Newlyn Green we will walk along the Prom to

Newfyn Penzance train station.

e At the train station we will join the Penzance to Marazion
Cycle Path and follow this all the way to the Station House
car park at Marazion.

e From the Station House car park, we will walk up through

Marazion and turn left at the Fire Engine Inn, go past the
doctor’s surgery, carry on past Wheel Rodney Campsite and

bridge. Following the cycle path back towards Marazion
hefl start— marshes, we will then carry back along the road to Jordan's
Mousehole café.
